GVFRRC is proud to present Jane Killion author of the book, When Pigs Fly: Training Success With Impossible Dogs (Dogwise Publishing), as well as a popular series of Articles in Clean Run by the same name.  Her dogs have appeared in magazines and on television and she has contributed several dog training articles to various publications. 

Jane’s passion is helping people who have been told that their dog “just has an attitude” or is incapable of learning.  She has had great success showing people how to find agility success with their canine companions by shaping new behavior.  Most of all, she never trains for mere compliance – she teaches her students how to shape a dog who vibrates with happiness when working.  Jane has successfully competed with five different Bull Terriers, a Rhodesian Ridgeback, and two Australian Cattle Dogs in agility and obedience.  She is a member of the Bull Terrier Club of America Performance Committee and is one of only three people to have put both AKC Excellent Regular Standard and Jumpers titles on a Bull Terrier.  Her Bull Terrier, Ruby, ranked number 23 in APDT Rally Level 2 for 2006.

‘When Pigs Fly’ ▪ A JANE KILLION AGILITY SEMINAR

OUTLINE

This will be a small group experience designed for all handlers, beginner to experienced.  Working students should expect to spend time and energy training with their dogs.  Jane tailors each seminar to the participants, with an emphasis on building and improving the relationship between dog and handler. Auditing this seminar is particularly valuable whether you are an experienced agility handler or just thinking about getting started.  

Pigs Fly fundamentals and Introduction to free shaping behaviors 

1.5 hours.  How to teach your dog to be “checked-in” and offering behaviors to you.

· Seminar begins with a brief PowerPoint and video presentation on the scientific fundamentals of training behaviors and free shaping.

· Free shaping stations are set up with a different behavior to be trained at each station. 10 students pick a behavior out of a hat and then each get to free shape one of Jane’s dogs to do it while the rest of the class watches.  This enables the students to get a better understanding of how free shaping ultimately works.  Working with an experienced dog gives students a feeling of confidence that will help them train their own dogs.

· Next, students bring their own dogs out and work through basic free shaping exercises and then rotate through the stations.
Pigs Fly Agility handling fundamentals

1.5 hours. How to handle any course in the most efficient way and what skills you need to train to do it.  Topics will be based on what participants would like to focus on and may include a few or several of the following: 

· How to read, analyze, walk and run a course.

· Start line behaviors

· Front and rear cross fundamentals

· Shaping a working space

· How to cue the correct obstacles while keeping your dog in drive

· Correct use of reinforcers and figuring out how to motivate your dog. 

· Contact performance

· Weave pole training
